Brunelleschi was an architect, engineer
and sculptor. He began as a sculptor
and competed with Ghiberti and
Donatello for the sculptures of the two
gates of the Florence Baptistery.
However, Ghiberti took the order and
Brunelleschi left for Rome to study
perspective and design. He studied
Roman architecture and was
particularly impressed by the dome of
the Pantheon.

- Michelangelo Buonorotti, for many
the greatest artist of mankind, was
born on the outskirts of Florence in
1475. As a young man he attended the
school of sculpture maintained by
Laurentius de' Medici in the gardens of
San Marco. His top sculpture "David"
was born from a 40-year-abandoned
volume of marble from the legendary

Carrara quarries. The naked "David",

- Let's continue with the Basilica of
Santa Croce which is located eight
hundred meters from the Duomo. The
church belongs to the Franciscan order
and according to legend it was founded
by Saint Francis himself. It is the largest
Franciscan church in the world. Its most
notable features are its seventeen
chapels, many of which are decorated
with frescoes by Giotto and his

students, tombs and cenotaphs.

exhibiting in key positions the four

elements: air, earth, water, fire.

- A hall is dedicated to the great
creator of the Renaissance, Botticelli.
His creations are masterpieces. Seeing
them up close, you feel that these are
divine works that the human mind
cannot comprehend. Perhaps, what
stands out is "The Birth of Venus"
which is one of the most aesthetically

perfect creations of the Florentine

artist.

- On the other side of the river Arno is
the Pitti Palace. It was founded in 1442

on behalf of Luca Pitti, a banker who

A few years
earlier, in 1565, Cosimo | Medici
commissioned Giorgio Vasari to build a
corridor, now called the Vasari
Corridor, over the bridge with the aim
of connecting Palazzo Vecchio with

Palazzo Pitti.

- Next to Pitti Palace are the Boboli
Gardens. It is an area of 45 acres
whose construction began in the 16th
century by the Medici but their
formation continued for the next three
centuries. In the grounds of the
gardens there are alleys, founts and
fountains and scattered statues, dating
from Roman antiquity to the 20th

century.

- Since we are on the left side of the
Arno, let's not forget to mention
Michelangelo Square. In its center, a

bronze copy of "David" dominates.
